Be a Role Model. Children who regularly see their
parents enjoying sports and physical activity are more
likely to do so themselves.

Play with your child. Toss a ball, see who can do the
most jumping jacks, have a dance-off!

Turn off the TV. Limit TV watching and computer use.
The American Academy of Pediatrics recommends no more
than 1 to 2 hours of total screen time, including TV, videos,
computers, and video games, each day. Use the free time
for more physical activities.
