Car and Truck Safety

• Choose a car seat that is right for your child’s age, height 

and weight.

• Choose a seat that fits in your car or truck and use it all the 

time.

• Ask your Head Start staff where you can go in your 

community to learn how to install your child’s car seat safely.

• Be sure that children younger than 13 only sit in the back 

seat.

•  Never leave your child in a car without an adult.

• Teach children that vehicles are never safe places to play. 

Even if the windows are open, young  children can become 

dangerously overheated within the first 10 minutes.
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
